


2009 with one of the children. On April 24th the Defendant returned the minor child 30

minutes late and the Plaintiff responded by denying parenting time again. Plaintiff also

withheld parenting time on Mother's Day and the Defendant has only been granted parenting

time with one of the two children.

The Plaintiff admitted he withheld parenting times on the dates the Defendant

testified to. He reasoned he was enforcing court orders by withholding the children when the

Defendant shows up late. The Court finds the Plaintiff was also evasive about the date of the

children's Spring Break.

The Court fmds the Plaintiff is for a second time in willful contempt of its parenting

time orders and sentences the Plaintiff to serve 60 days in the Greene County Jail on this

second finding ofcontempt. Said jail sentence is suspended on condition that the Plaintiff

provides all parenting time between the Defendant and the minor child Ford Durrstein from

the date of this decision forward and that he not do anything which would discourage or

influence the minor child Justice from exercising parenting time with the Plaintiff.

The Court hereby imposes the three day jail sentence that was suspended by agreed

entry on March 31, 2009. The Defendant is AWARDED attorney fees and costs in the

amount of $350.00. The fees and costs would not have been incurred had the Plaintiff

followed court orders. The Plaintiff is ORDERED to pay the fees and costs through Richard

Arthur's law office within 30 days of this entry's time-stamped date or further sanctions

maybe imposed.

The Plaintiff was remanded into the care of the Greene County Sherriff to serve the 3
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day's jail sentence. Since there is no need for further delay, this maybe a FINAL

APPEALABLE ORDER.
